Welcome

Welcome to Spring 1. Our topic this half term is called ‘Dinosaur Discovery’. We will be
learning about dinosaurs and fossils what the look like where they can be found. The
children will be involved in a special morning digging for fossils and having a visit from
a dinosaur.

Phonics
We are moving forward with our phonics and reading. The children are becoming more
confident with their letter sounds and blending of words. We will be moving onto

phase 3 of phonics which will support writing. Phonics
Literacy
The children will start writing Pop (ask you child about Pop) sentences _ysﬁ

every morning, this is to encourage use of their phonic knowledge and

develop their independence in writing. We will be doing lots of writing based around
Dinosaur’s, stories and their characters. Children will be encouraged to read simple
phrases and sentences. Forming lower case and capital letters.

Maths

Within our maths sessions the children will build upon their number knowledge,
practice counting backwards and forwards from 10. They will learn how to use a tens
frame to support their counting and understanding of number bonds to 10. There will
also be the opportunity for the children to explore 3D shapes as well as building upon
the children’s pattern work by the introduction of more complex patterns.

Communication and language g
We will continue to encourage the children to listen and make comments —
about their learning.

Also encourage them to express their ideas and feelings using full understandable
sentences.

Personal, social and emotional development
We will continue to support the children to make positive relationships &l“‘l
with both their peers and the adults in Rabbits class. The children will continue to
develop an understanding of the school rules as well as the class rules. We will
continue to encourage independence.

Physical development

We will continue to provide activities to further develop the children's fine motor
skills which in turn will help with their letter formation. The children will
continue to take part in our PE sessions on a Thursday and Friday.
